On the following night, Friday, September 28, Theory Of A Deadman will perform at the fair at 

7:30 p.m.  The Canadian band has had a number of top 10 hits including number 1 hits “Bad Girlfriend,”

The group’s first hit, “Lost in Love” jumped to the top of the charts in 1980 and that started a string of 

hits for the group including “All Out of Love,” and “Making Love Out of Nothing At All,” among others.
